I. Appeals

II. Recognition

a. ADI

i. President of Computer Science club is jumpstarting this club

ii. Not academic or pre-professional

iii. For common people, not majors

iv. Do the Hackathon in NYC

v. 20 people, mostly SEAS, writing applications for fun

vi. President’s biggest worry is that if they still were under ACM, then people wouldn’t come to them

vii. Alfred: Don’t think should be recognized because too much overlap, can rebrand ACM into an ADI type club

viii. Gunnar: Holding meetings that a club like ACM would do

ix. Ryan: Yes, there is a separate mission for lay people, but also most of their members are SEAS…target group seems to overlap as well

x. Betty: Kind of like CWBS and SWS…not very different

xi. Cliff: With space being as tight as it is, and with funding so tight, there isn’t enough room. Entirely possible to do these events with ACM

xii. Motion to Recommend ADI: [0-17-1] Not Recommended

b. KLEOS

i. Potential overlap with other groups

ii. Finance-related group for minorities

iii. Cliff: Have great events, and they would survive and thrive in ABC, but there is a lot of overlap

iv. Anum: There is definitely some overlap, but there is a difference in that the training is good

v. Isaac: They would fill in a void

vi. Gunnar: More info on the sponsorship?

vii. Ty: Some of the red flags will be fundraising beyond ABC policies…we do NOT sell space to other corporate entities. Part of their mission is to give financial advice, so will have to go through General Counsel

viii. Alfred: Issues are still apparent in their application this year

ix. Cliff: Shady corporate sponsors may present an issue

x. Eric: The parts of the group that is most useful and impact-ful has direct overlap with MBA (pre-professional aspects)

xi. Isaac: Seems like they want recognition just for space

xii. Nora: These legal concerns are important, but the services they provide are available thru MBA, CCE, etc

1. All groups initially say that they just want space, but eventually they’ll want to expand

xiii. Alfred: They are also getting an account, Columbia title, and these issues SDA has to deal with

xiv. Motion to recommend KLEOS: [0-16-1] Not recommended
