I. DARTS training

a. Thursday or Friday afternoon. Will let know date

b. Have to go to Sacbo to get application form for DARTS

II. Headstart Training

a. Do not approve EAFs from clubs who have not completed treasurer’s training. Confirm with Erica Lockhart

III. Internal Policy: Smoking Guidelines

a. Turath is getting Hookah for Hookah under the stars…is that a violation of smoking policy?

b. Committee suggested that groups cannot purchase tobacco from allocation; instead purchase from revenue

c. Because it is a restricted item; legal limitations on who can use it. Spending from revenue still gives people flexibility

d. Mustafa: Agrees that it should come out of revenue…just makes sense

e. Karen: came from PresBo’s chat, and perhaps better to have it come out of revenue

f. Motion: 16-0-0 [Passes]

IV. External Policy

a. Cliff: Reviving publication racks; a collaboration with SGA

i. Our publications should have a decent way of giving out publications; will also cut costs

ii. Student services is willing to pay for them

iii. Cliff has already gone through certain buildings with Fire Marshals and made sure it’s okay

iv. Need to get a specific size that will fit many publications

b. Nuriel: Should see exactly how student life fees are broken down

a. Motion: 4-8-4 [Failed]

a. They have requested $325

b. Cliff: They have way more than two events per year, so it seems fishy that they are asking only two

c. Scott: They only used $320 from last year

d. Motion: 13-0-4 [Passes]

VII. Recognition: Charles Drew Budget

a. Requesting $400 for the year

b. Motion: 16-0-1 [Passes]

VIII. Appeals: QuAM budget

a. Requested: $7059

b. Recommended: $6364

c. Last Year: $6139.18 (3.6% less)

d. Vikas: Why are we giving different numbers on balloon caps?

i. Cliff: The balloon arch- have to pay labor costs, so have to factor that in

ii. Vikas: we should have a standard, not give exception. Consistent

iii. Bill: If we cut down balloons, subtract by $200

iv. Nuriel: They can pay the rest out of revenue if they want to

e. Scott: Queer Fruits? It’s a culinary society event, so should give more

i. Bill: It would add $50 to it

f. Nuriel: March on DC…is that in guidelines?

i. Bill: Yes it was cut to guidelines

ii. They may cut the March to DC to pay for other stuff if we get cut in other areas

g. Motion for $6164: 13-3-1 [Passes]

IX. Appeals: LHM budget

a. Request was $7434

b. Recommended $6984

c. Last year was $7849

d. Cultural showcase: it’s above the cultural show cap

i. Bill: But they’re paying for other parts of it

ii. Scott: They’re requesting $3000 > $2500

e. Anum: Why are we comparing cultural groups to heritage months?

i. Bill: because they compress events into one month

f. Scott: Do we apply all guidelines to Cat C?

i. Nuriel: Because of the reason it’s a national month, it makes sense to treat them as a cultural group…celebrating culture

ii. Cliff: because it’s not an official guideline, we can be flexible…the heritage months serve a larger purpose than cultural groups

iii. Vikas: what about groups that don’t have heritage months…are we supposed to treat them differently?

g. Anum: Heritage months are a campus wide thing rather than one group thing, so we should give money

i. Nora: If they’re working with other clubs and other parts of campus, they can draw more funds from outside of ABC (co-sponsorships, etc)

h. Scott: If we cut to $2500, they will be able to have event because they have a lot of revenue, and it might be difficult to try to convince culture groups to accept $2500 cap if we don’t hold all clubs to that standard

i. Cliff: We should have the discussion sooner rather than later in the interest of fairness

ii. Scott: We’ve also applied this rule to the allocations of other groups

iii. Bill: remember they have $3900 in revenue…they will also generate a lot of revenue

iv. Cliff: Because the cap of $2500 isn’t official, there is also a rule to not take revenue into account when deciding on an allocation

v. Motion $6984: 4-10-3 [Fails]

vi. Motion $6484: 11-3-3 [Passes]

X. Appeals: Model Congress & Sounds of China

a. Model Congress: $85

i. Motion: 16-0-1 [Passes]

b. Model Congress: $40 rev

i. Motion: 16-0-1 [Passes]

c. SoC. Modern Sky Festival $200

i. Bill: They have more than enough revenue generated from event to cover costs. Also, guidelines say that they have to cover all costs before giving to charity

1. Scott: The charity thing is not officially a part of guidelines

ii. Cliff: They came to CCSC Cosponsorship, gave them $50 to help cover publicity. But, attendance was lower than expected so they have less revenue than expected

iii. Tiffany: $1528 in total costs, and after paying from revenue, they are left with $460. After paying from allocation, only have $220 for the rest of the year

1. Nuriel: no possibility of them going under with this event. Even if fewer people attending, they would still have more than enough in cosponsorships

2. Cliff: At the co-sponsorship, what they presented shows that they are well into the green with this event

iv. Gunnar: ESC also saw them, and same deal with the profit

v. Bill: clubs should be financially responsible and they should have anticipated it

1. Anum: Liga gave a cosponsorship

vi. Tiffany: Explained to SoC president our unofficial guideline, so they didn’t think about it when they submitted appeal

vii. Motion for $0: 16-1-0 [Passes]
