II. Internal Policy: Conflict of Interest

III. Internal Policy: Cultural Group Funding

a. Rajat Roy’s Spec Article- skeptical about culture groups’ funding; groups aren’t open of other communities

b. There will be a discussion about the culture group argument, with specificity about cultural groups

c. Cliff: Root behind what Roy wrote is directed against multicultural Greek organizations rather than ABC cultural groups :: the amount of money given to multicultural Greek community

d. Bill: He’s complaining that culture groups are getting too much money, but the multicultural greek organizations are getting way too much.

i. Cliff: yes.

e. Isaac: Talked to some people on BSO, looking forward to making a discussion on this article as is Lucha, SOL, Latino Community

f. Cliff: In terms of a political statement, ABC should remain neutral; but, we should consider that our role is to advocate on behalf of our groups. We should support our groups on this

g. Anum: We are only considering our groups, and we should be advocating for our groups, so we should take a stance :: we have to have confidence that our groups are open to other communities

h. Gunnar: Numbers of allocations of different group for perspective

i. Betty: Rajat’s numbers don’t make sense

i. Isaac: We do have a responsibility to make a response so we set the record straight :: we should attend forums or discussions that groups are having

j. Scott: Issuing a statement is not necessary because a lot has been written already, and will not be solved by writing letters to editor :: we do have a responsibility to attend discussions

i. Most of Cultural groups in ABC have had their allocations increased

k. Scott: we should put our numbers together and tell what ABC policy is

n. Nora: We should have an ABC event (we do fund cultural groups) that is centralized instead of having an event held by different cultural groups

i. Scott: We should link-up with councils 3

o. Scott: Be careful in emails you send to groups and how you word things (we are very blunt and efficient in meetings…don’t want to present info in the same way as we do in meetings). It is very easy for groups to get angry at us, and it is easy for cultural groups to accuse us of bias, so be very careful. Email all cultural groups to see how they feel about this issue, what their opinions are, and what they feel ABC should do
