v. Bill: Harvard is helping a little bit. Should help find some way to generate revenue (thru ticket sales or cuARTS). Like to deny them now, and allow them to appeal later if they really can’t get it.

vi. Scott: need to be careful with how we word the “guarantee.” We have to help them grow, but need to be organized to support a lot of growth

vii. Nuriel: Give them something, but have the rep encourage them going to other sources – get them in touch with grants, councils, cuARTS. If they’re long term plan is to go around to other places, then their allocation will not be able to sustain that, so need to look for other sources

viii. Cliff: There are a lot of groups that perform off campus and generate revenue. Make sure we give them direction

ix. Scott: Should think of it as helping the people in the group

x. Motion to approve for $500 – Vote: [7-5-0] Approved for $500
